What Influences This 

Season’s Climate ?

As of mid-February weak La Niña conditions persist across the 
equatorial Pacific. The IRI ENSO Plume forecasts equal chances 
(50%) for La Niña and ENSO-neutral conditions for Feb-Apr, 
2025. For Mar-May, 2025, onwards to the Jul-Sep, ENSO-neutral 
conditions are favored. Thereafter, La Niña conditions are 
slightly favored. The probability of El Niño remains very low 
throughout the forecast period.



Sea Surface Temperatures (SSTs) in the Caribbean Sea and the 
tropical Atlantic remain warm through January around 0.5 to 
1.5°C above normal. Models are confidently forecasting above 
average SSTs across the Caribbean Sea and the Tropical North 
Atlantic through the Jun-Jul-Aug 2025 season.



Warm SSTs in and around the Caribbean contribute to higher air 
temperatures with above-average humidity seasonal rainfall 
totals, increased frequency of extreme rainfall and tropical 
cyclone activity. The likelihood of extreme rainfall and related 
impacts is higher than usual even in the dry season.

� UV radiation will gradually increase this season�

� An increase in Saharan Dust incursion is likely; persons with 
respiratory illnesses should be vigilant.

� Energy demand for cooling purposes will gradually increase 
this season.

Tourism
� As heat gradually increases ensure adequate hydration�

� Some interruptions for outdoor activities.

Agriculture
� Use mulch and drip irrigation to conserve water, retain soil 

moisture, and regulate soil temperature�

� Schedule irrigation during dry spells.
